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Continued education:

Vaccinated travelers are a yes!
Canada will allow fully-vaccinated Americans to 
enter the country starting Aug. 9. After more than 
a year of closures, Canada finally has a plan to 
reopen it’s borders.

Fully vaccinated U.S. citizens/residents will once 
again be able to enter Canada for non-essential 
travel without quarantines starting on Aug. 9, the 
Canadian federal government has announced.

Starting then, U.S. 
citizens/residents who are 
fully vaccinated will be 
able to avoid quarantines 
and will not be required to 
be tested upon arrival, 
unless randomly selected 
for testing at a crossing.

Those who are not fully 
vaccinated will still be 
subjected to those 
quarantine rules and on-
arrival testing. While 
things are moving forward 
for vaccinated travelers, Canadian Prime Minister 
Justin Trudeau told reporters earlier in July that 
there are no plans to allow foreign tourists who 
are not vaccinated against COVID-19 to enter the 
country.

U.S. citizens/residents who are fully vaccinated 
will be able to enter Canada almost a full month 
before other international travelers. Those 
inbound travelers will get the go-ahead on Sept. 
7.

Canada also announced that its hotel quarantine 
system, which required air travelers to spend 
three days in a government-approved hotel, will 
also end on Aug. 9.

For unvaccinated children under 12 years old, as 
long as they are accompanied by a fully 
vaccinated parent or guardian, they will also not 
be required to quarantine upon arrival, though 
they will still need to undergo testing on day one 
and day eight after arriving in Canada.
